Men on horseback pierce the bull in a limited way.


The torero uses a small red cape and curved sword to draw the bull in and kill it.


Three banderilleros take turns each sticking 2 banderillas into the bull's neck.


The president may award either or both of the ears or the tail to the torero as reward for a job well done.


Six bulls are chosen and designated for 3 matadors.


The torero engages the bull with a large purple and yellow cape.


The bull's carcass is pulled from the ring by 2 harnessed horses.


There is a ceremony in which the matadors and his assistants parade.


The matador's assistants use purple capes to engage the bull and see how it moves.
